SENTENCING/JUDGMENT

The defendant herein was found guilty by a jury on July 11, 2006, of the offense
of: Tampering with Judicial Proceeding, a Class C Felony; said offense having
occurred on or about, February 16, 2006.

Now on this 18" day of August, 2006, State of Missouri appears by and through
Byron Woehlecke and Jordon Stanley, Assistant Prosecuting Attorneys. Defendant
appears in person pro se. A Sentencing Assessment Report having been submitted to
the court, the defendant now stands before the court for hearing on his motion for new
trial and sentencing. The court having heard the arguments of parties, overrules
defendant’s Motion for Judgment of Acquittal, Motion to Set Aside Judgment Motion
for New Trial and Revised Motion for Judgment of Acquittal. .
